Cwm Public Art Project, Shiloh, Public 
Exhibition and Consultation  

  
As featured in the Summer Cwm News, we are working 

towards replacing the newer railings at the Shiloh with 
metal artwork created by JT Engineering and Yvonne Amor 

of Penmachno with input from the children of   Penmachno 
School and some local and ex residents.  

 

Over three days in 
July,  more than 30 

people     visited the 
Shiloh to view the   
artwork with three 

choices resulting from 
the work that the  

children and Yvonne 
had put in. People 
were asked to tick the 

display that they     

preferred and best represented the history of the community.  

Conclusions; -  

¶ Designs 1, 2 and 4 most popular  

¶ Thoughts are that 1 and 2 will be 

repeated over lengths of new rail-

ings  

¶ A combination of designs 1 and 2 

would make appropriate further 

panels  

¶ The shield of plasticine designs 

could be made ï as it was         dis-
played in the exhibition ï to hang 

on the front of the railing section on 
penultimate right (next to Dorothy 

Archerôs notice board). 



 

Appropriate design for railings by the steps could be slate 

wagons (from design 2), repeated on an incline  

Next step is: -  

Designs have been approved by local Buildings Regulations 
Officer.  Artwork now to be transferred onto acrylic sheets, 

to be projected up to an appropriate size, onto wood/metal 

for templates/cutting pattern for the metalworker.  

Visit to Justinôs workshop to see metal work in progress, 

planned for September.
